

SAFETY PLAN INSTRUCTIONS

The safety plan lists factors that affect a child’s immediate safety and outlines the steps in place to insure a child’s immediate protection and safety.  The case plan, when completed, will identify the goals and steps to be followed by the family in making those changes that are necessary for future and ongoing protection and safety of the child.

The safety plan documents what actions, steps and/or referrals are needed and have been agreed to for responding to the identified safety factors.

Case Information:

Case Name-Name of the case.

Date – Date the Safety Plan is completed by the CM.

SIGNATURES:

Date discussed with Parent Document the date the plan was discussed with the parent and indicate their agreement or disagreement with the plan by placing an ‘X’ in the appropriate box.

Obtain signatures of all parent/guardians that have participated in the plan development and are a part of the safety plan.  Document the date(s) the plan was signed by the parent/guardian.

The CM signs the form and dates the plan in the space provided.  The CM’s supervisor signs and dates the form in the space provided to indicate supervisory agreement with the developed plan,
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
